CATEGORIES 

A. Flora 
-includes flowers, trees, shrubs, fungi, water plants, etc. 

B. Fauna 
-includes the animal kingdom; mammals, birds, reptiles, amphibians, fishes, insects, etc. 

C. Landscapes 
- includes sunsets, forests, beaches, fields, mountains, deserts, etc. 

D. KFN Activities/People 
-includes field trips, rambles, surveys, clean ups, building projects, etc. 

Prizes will be awarded for 1st and 2nd place in each category, as well as Best in 
Show. 

SUBMITTING 

Open to KFN members.  Only entries by amateur photographers will be accepted 
and we welcome photos taken anywhere/anytime.  There is a limit of 2 entries per category per 
person.  Entries must be 8"x10" enlargements printed on photographic paper and if taken with a 
digital camera must include a copy of the image in .jpeg format. Camera Kingston at 114 Princess 
St. has agreed to print your 8"x10" enlargement at a special discounted price of $3.99/print upon 
presentation of your KFN membership card. 

Please note: all photographs entered will not be returned and become the property of KFN. Photos 
may be used by the KFN in promotional and fundraising projects (such as the silent auction, posters, 
slideshows or SCB nature calendars). 

Sign the back of your photo and print out the (pdf) submission form (available from the KFN website 
(kingstonfieldnaturalists.org) or include the following information on a separate sheet of paper: 

1) the photographer’s name 
2) phone number and email address 
3) a title for the photo 
4) where the photo was taken 
5) the contest category
